	Details and Remedial Action 

	During the installation and testing of the temporary boiler located next to NOAA SHIP FAIRWEATHER a fuel line burst with fuel leaking out of the boiler container.  The plug to the container was removed and it allowed fuel to leak and out onto the pier and Lake Union.  MOP’s SECO as notified of the spill by another contractor.  I spoke to contractor about the spill and if notification had been made.  The contractor informed me that he had contacted his supervisor and the vessel.  The vessel provided absorbent pads to contactor for clean up.  The contractor said they would replace the plug in the container to keep future spills from leaking out of the container.  

FAIRWEATHER’s Chief Engineer Bill Ness contacted the national response center and WA State DOE.  WA. State of Ecology personnel came about 1350 to investigate the spill.  The DOE Investigators reviewed the setup of the boiler and 500 gallon diesel tank with the secondary containment.  DOE recommended the contactor make some repairs to the containment and seal some holes in case the tank leaked.
