Significant contribution to the environmental, safety and health program:   SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1Jim initiated and developed, with support and assistance from NMAO Marine Operations Center and WASC, the first environmental management system (EMS) in NOAA.  The EMS will serve as a model for NOAA and will make it possible for NOAA to meet the requirements of EO 13148, Greening the Government Through Leadership in Environmental Management.  Jim recognized the value of instituting an EMS prior to it becoming a requirement.  Through his work with EPA, he volunteered to have an environmental management review (EMR) conducted at Marine Operations Center-Pacific (MOP).  This was the first EMR of a federal facility conducted by EPA in Region 10.  Jim reported the results of the EMR up the chain of command and stressed the need for, and the value of, an EMS.  The subsequent work Jim did on the EMS, and the work Jim has done with respect to environmental compliance and management at MOP has been significant.  Jim developed and put into EMS format environmental policies and procedures for NOAA and for MOP where guidance had previously not existed.  As part of the EMS, Jim identified all activities having potential environmental impacts.  He developed and documented best work practices, instructions, training requirements, and over 50 operational controls for numerous activities including:  recycling; conservation of resources; waste management and disposal; use of environmentally preferred products; housekeeping and janitorial services; hazardous material use, handling, and storage; facility and equipment maintenance; painting; landscaping and pest control; asbestos repair, removal, and disposal; wastewater management; and emergency spill response.  Jim is currently continuing work related to implementation of the EMS at MOP and throughout NOAA.  Jim’s work on the EMS puts into place a repeatable management process that goes beyond compliance by incorporating environmental principals and best management practices into everyday activities.
