	WORK INSTRUCTIONS 


Universal Wastes have legal and other requirements associated with them.

NCCOS facilities (where appropriate) manage universal waste to ensure risk and liabilities are minimized
· Generation start date must be identified when first universal waste item is put into container.
· Universal Waste must be shipped off site before one year expires on the date put onto the label
· Waste does not need to be manifested when sent off-site. Use Bill of Lading (where applicable).
· Universal waste should be put in a suitable container and properly labeled.
· Separate Batteries into proper groups per waste hauler specifications.
· Separate Lithium batteries from the other batteries.
· Leaking or damaged batteries must be managed as hazardous waste. Immediately contain any release. 
· DO NOT Dismantle Thermostat or Mercury-containing equipment. 
Universal Waste includes:
· Mercury Lamps 
· Mercury contained in manufactured articles such as: HVAC Thermostat, Heater Thermostat, pressure or electricity relay switches, mercury regulators, pressure relief gauges, temperature gauge, etc.
· Batteries such as: Dry cell (Alkaline, Carbon Zinc), Lithium, Silver, Rechargeable, Ni-Cad, NI-MH, Lithium-Ion, Lead Acid and small Sealed Lead-Acid, Gel Cell.

Handling:
· All universal waste should be processed/handled with adequate precautions to prevent releases
