	WORK INSTRUCTIONS 


Used Oil must be managed in accordance with the following special requirements

Used oil material: 
The following are defined as used oil:
· Transmission and hydraulic fluids

· Petroleum based, non-hazardous lubricating fluids

· Hydraulic, cutting gear and cooling oils

· Synthetic oils

Collection and Management of Used Oil:

· Do not mix used oil with other liquid wastes, e.g. solvents, gasoline, antifreeze or water.

· Used oil is stored in container marked: "USED OIL".  
· Containers must be in good condition, kept closed and stored on secondary containment.

· All spills must be cleaned up immediately and clean-up materials labeled: "OIL-CONTAMINATED MATERIALS". 
· Monthly Inspections should be performed and appropriately logged for all used oil storage areas.
· Waste does not need to be manifested when sent off-site. Use Bill of Lading. Complete all sections of Bill of Lading and retain for 3 years. 

Management of Used Oil Filters: 

· Filters should be punctured and drained for 24 hours (where applicable). 

· Place drained filters in appropriate trash receptacle.
Management of Oil Absorbents: 

· Spent absorbents/rags used to pick up oil spills, whether cloth, paper or floor-dry materials are placed in a closed, labeled container. This container is labeled: OIL ABSORBENT and cannot contain any free-flowing liquids.

Waste Oil Disposal:

· Waste oil, filters and absorbents/rags that can not be recycled must be disposed of following these requirements: profiled for proper waste designation and manifested off site for proper universal disposal.
