Materials and chemical storage management reduces waste, saves money and protects workers
Hazardous Materials & Chemical Storage (Reference - Chemical Hygiene Plan, Hazard Communication Plan):
· As applicable, a written Chemical Hygiene Plan and/or Hazard Communication Plan (HAZCOM) must be developed and implemented. 

· Hazardous materials may only be stored in approved locations. Material Safety Data Sheets (MSDS) must be available. 
· Each storage location must maintain a Chemical Inventory.
· Emergency response clean-up materials must be located close to any storage location.

Other Hazardous Materials: 
· Explosive ship's signals and emergency equipment, including pyrotechnic distress signals and line-throwing equipment, must be stowed in watertight containers or wood-lined magazine chests.
Follow these requirements when using and handling chemicals:
· Keep chemicals in their original containers. 

· Never use chemicals without a label or those whose containers are not in good condition.

· Always keep containers closed.
· Keep only the minimum amount necessary in the work area.
