	WORK INSTRUCTIONS 


NCCOS facilities (where applicable) manage hazardous waste. 

Due to our operations the facility may generate the following hazardous wastes:

· Rags used for solvents, hazardous/toxic materials

· Waste paint and paint filters

· Paint solvents and thinners 

· Out-of-date, surplus and spent hazardous chemicals

· Hazardous chemical spill clean-up materials

· Characteristic wastes or mixtures

Hazardous Waste Generation:

For staff involved in operations where a hazardous waste may be generated follow these guidelines: 

· Accumulation at the point of generation cannot exceed 55 gallons or up to one quart of acutely hazardous waste. 

· Waste containers must be kept in good condition, kept closed, located near the point of generation, be under the operator's control and be labeled: "HAZARDOUS WASTE" and the name of the contents.

· Once the accumulation volume is reached, the waste must be moved within three days to the HAZARDOUS WASTE STORAGE. 

· If a container needs to be moved, is leaking or otherwise not in good condition, notify the designated environmental health and safety coordinator.

Hazardous Waste Management:

The designated EHS staff is responsible for hazardous waste management. 

· Waste must only be stored in the area designated: HAZARDOUS WASTE STORAGE. Entry is limited to trained and authorized EHS and maintenance staff (where applicable).
· Do not mix waste streams.

· Containers must be in good condition, e.g. free of dents and corrosion. Container must not be leaking.

· Containers must be kept closed.

· A Hazardous Waste Label must be on the container. Name and accumulation start date must be marked. 
· Incompatible wastes must be stored separately. Do not stack drums.

· Spill control equipment, fire extinguisher, and clear access should be maintained in the immediate area. 

· Hazardous waste cannot be stored longer than RCRA/State requirements.

Hazardous Waste Storage Area Inspections:
The authorized EHS and maintenance staff (where applicable) are responsible for inspections per RCRA/State regulations. A hazardous Waste Inspection Log (where applicable) shall be maintained. 

Hazardous Waste Disposal:

All Personnel are responsible for following the requirements for hazardous waste disposal.
