	WORK INSTRUCTIONS 


Handle all materials carefully, avoid the use of hazardous chemicals and use supplies sparingly.

All wastes generated from an activity must be handled properly. 

Return all supplies and chemicals to their proper storage location.

Torch Cutting and Welding operations must follow these guidelines: 

· Check area to determine what precautions must be taken to prevent fires, i.e possible presence of explosive atmosphere, enclosed area, flammable or combustible chemicals/substances stored nearby.

· Obtain or confirm the presence of appropriate and sufficient fire extinguishers and take any special precautions necessary to prevent fires, i.e. covering floors and combustible materials, relocate flammable chemicals.

· Ensure the transmission of heat from the operation can not spread to another area.

· Work in these areas requires a "fire watcher" to be present during operations:

· Work within 25 feet of any combustible or hazardous condition 

· Alert persons in area.

· Ensure adequate ventilation is established prior to performing operation.

· Secure all welding equipment to prevent any spills. 

Special Environmental Hazards:

· Welding fumes must be controlled through use of ventilation, fans. 

· Welding conducted in the shop must: 
· Performed in the designated area.

· Ensure that all combustibles are removed from area.

· Extreme caution will be used when working on galvanize metals 

· Welding masks must be worn and welding screens in place (as applicable).
Chemical and Materials Storage:

Chemicals and materials used during welding operations are stored in the designated areas. 

Chemicals Use

All chemicals used must have a manufacturer's label or a complete secondary label attached to the container. MSDSs must be immediately available.

Waste Generation: 

· Solid Waste -Non hazardous, non-liquid items. Waste that is not recycled may be placed in a designated location
