	Fall into water
	Tool design:  have fish in rectangular buckets bungied to waist, so that hands are free for balance–wear proper footwear–inform other staff that feeding activities are taking place

	Care for seals (x-ray, draw blood, and so on)
	Seal bite–scratches
	Put the animal into a restraining system*
