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Executive Orders (E.O) 11988 and 11990 require agencies to avoid or minimize impacts to/from floodplains and wetlands when conducting activities involving Federal lands, land use, or real property (e.g., leasing, habitat conservation, construction, research, etc.). 

· Requirements under the E.O.’s include identification of practicable alternatives, notification to the public, analysis of impacts, and identification/implementation of mitigation measures. 
· Compliance should be achieved concurrently with the NEPA review process in accordance with NOAA’s Companion Manual for NOAA Administrative Order 216-6. 

NOAA’s compliance with E.O. 11988/11990 is governed by NOAA SECO using the agency’s guidance document, E.O. 11988/11990 Guidance.
