Packaging & Labeling of Universal Waste 

UW must be stored in acceptable containers and appropriately labeled. 

Universal waste includes the following:

· Spent fluorescent bulbs
· Waste batteries
· Thermostats
· Unused pesticides

All types of UW must be stored in appropriate containers that meet the following criteria: 

· The container must be closed;
· The container must be structurally sound;
· The container must be compatible with the contents; and
· The container must lack evidence of leakage, spillage, or damage that could cause leakage.

The outer container must be labeled with:

· The date the material became a waste
· The date when it was received from another handler or, 
· Other information that identifies when the waste was received or generated
· [bookmark: _GoBack]The containers should be labeled as “UNIVERSAL WASTE” not  “HAZARDOUS WASTE”
